a. The levy on the ballot this November would, if passed, provide $30 million over 5 
years for mul;ple projects including deferred park maintenance, grants to partner 
groups like Friends of Buford Park and McKenzie River Trust, and “special projects” 
that includes $500,000 for construc;on of the Regional Pickleball Facility at LCC. This 
money would be provided the first year of the funding (next year).  

b. The following mo;on was made by Roger Schaljo, seconded by Jeff Seldon, and unan-
imously passed: 

RESOLVED to endorse the Lane County Parks levy. 

c. Eric will send informa3on to Club members about the levy.  

2. Travel Lane County request for support 

a. A request for support for a study of an indoor mul;-use facility at Lane Events Study 
was discussed.  

b. The following mo;on was made by Eric Wold, seconded by Jeff Seldon, and unani-
mously passed:
